He buys a small-town paper and moves to Haver, Michigan, where it’s supposedly quiet, but finds 

himself embroiled in the middle of a murder. 

As a journalist, I appreciate reading a novel where the reporter in the story is pictured with a sprinkling 

of what that life is truly like. The author, a retired journalist, is able to add intelligence and personality to 

her main character and make him believable to the reader. 

This story is full of intrigue and pulls the reader in quickly. The intense drama is well written and has 

enough twists and turns to keep the reader guessing what will happen next. 

Cheryl is one of the best new novelists I’ve encountered, and I’m anxious to read more books by her. 

If you’re looking for a book that will keep you on the edge of your seat, Rapunzel’s Window is an 

excellent choice.
